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The Ten Most Common Driving Mistakes

Whether you’re driving a company vehicle or your personal car, we all make mistakes from time to time. A study based on several years of accident information and found ten driving mistakes that caused 92.6% of the accidents:

1. Not getting the big picture. For example, pulling into a street or highway from an intersection, alley, or driveway without carefully scanning for oncoming traffic.

2. Pulling out or backing out from a parking space without looking for oncoming traffic.

3. Pulling out to pass without checking blind spots.

4. Speeding.

5. Inattention.

6. Taking the wrong evasive action, such as not attempting to steer around a threatening crash or trying to steer while brakes were jammed down and the wheels locked.

7. Distractions from screaming children, adjusting the radio, etc.

8. Not knowing defensive driving skills.

9. Thinking you have the right of way or not anticipating that the other driver might not yield to you. Thinking that the other driver is going to stop because you were there first.

10. Changing lanes without looking first, turning from the wrong lane, accelerating or backing too fast or turning too quickly.

Let’s all work to try to avoids these mistakes and take the time to care about safety.
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
